Physical Development  

We will continue with our 
weekly PE sessions in the hall 
on Mondays.

Literacy  

This half term we will be 

listening for the initial sounds 
in our names and developing 
our awareness of rhyming words.

Mathematical Development  

This half term we will 
continue to practise counting 
objects to 5 making sure we 
touch each object as we 
carefully count it. We will be 

representing numbers in lots of 
different ways such as, 
numicon, dice, fingers and 
cubes.

Understanding the World 

We will visit the woodlands, 
looking at features of our 
environment and how they are 
beginning to change. Our
